TRAINING REPORT: Training Officer Jeff Donaldson informed the board that he
would attend an S130 class in Laytonville on Saturday. In
addition, Jeff announced Bill, Eric, and himself participated in
a REHIT class earlier in the day. Training Officer Donaldson
also announced he is almost finished with the red cards for the
Wildland series. This will allow those qualified to go on strike
teams. In April, there were 50 calls, many of them escape
control burns.

Tuesdays are the most manageable days since they get out
early. Fire Marshal Alvarez also stated the high school had
made a lot of corrections to their previous year's issues. Many
solar plans have been coming in for approval letters and a few
impact fees for buildings.

Raffle and BBQ
tickets are available. Tony Madrigal asked Harry So about the status
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of the Explorer program. Harry replied there are four student
explorers, and in their first meeting, they learned about sports injuries
and first aid.
